The situation has calmed down a little bit with
Ador firing former CEO Min Hee-Jin, who by many was viewed
as the mother of NewJeans. Recently, NewJeans members
decided to livestream on YouTube and one of their members,
Hanni, claimed that they were suffering from discrimination and
bullying from HYBE employees and she heard a HYBE official
telling other idols to ignore her. News broke out soon after this
Livestream and HYBE responded that no such thing happened
but then soon changed their words saying they are currently
checking if it did happen.
